A Neighborhood for All Seasons
Happy Spring, Neighbors! The weather is warmer and it’s great to see more
people out and about in the community engaging in outdoor activities. No
matter the season, your Board members (and fellow neighbors) have planned a
host of activities throughout the year. As a reminder, dues are only $50 a year
and our fiscal year runs from June 1 to May 31. The Board set a goal of reaching
50% of dues-paying households by the end of our fiscal year. To date for this
year, 118 households have paid dues or 28% of the community. 
The Association has an annual operating budget of about $10,000 per year,
which covers mundane, but real, expenses like insurance and other operating
costs. The budget also includes:

The entrance monuments at Cowpens and
Providence Road are due for refurbishment, including
power washing, cleaning, and repainting. The
estimated cost is approximately $6,250. At this time,
we do not have the money for the monuments, which
will cause a delay in the restoration.

Maintaining these entrances helps preserve the
appearance and pride of our neighborhood. The
Board is evaluating timing and options as we plan for
the upcoming year.
